The Love of Our Lady for Prayer

May is the month or Our Lady Mary,
we will consider our Lady's love of pray-
er, her own continual prayer to God, and
her love that we, too, should pray. It is
her earnest desire that her children
should imitate her and be like herself,
ardent lovers of prayer. If the thought of
our Lady's prayer, and of God's love of
her prayer, should induce anyone to
commence at once to imitate her in this
respect, we shall think we have, by
God's grace, accomplished an undying
work, for the effect of true heartfelt
prayer is eternal. The soul that prays
well will save itself and God alone
knows how many souls besides itself.

To view our Lady praying on earth
as God viewed her from heaven, let us
turn to Him, and ask a special grace, a
light from His Holy Spirit. We will try to
keep closer to our God, that we may
view this world as He views it, that we
may contemplate Mary as she walked
this earth, holy, upright, simple, pure,
beautiful, God's spotless creature. There
she was in her simple cottage, intent
upon her needlework, and her house-
hold duties. In the midst of all she never
forgot her one great duty as a creature
of God, to praise Him as such, to thank
Him for having created her, to thank
Him for His eternal love of her. Then,
forgetting herself, she thanked Him with
that heart of love of hers for His own
great glory, for His great goodness, His
beauty, His infinite perfections, His
power, His majesty, His might. All this,
and immensely more than we can con-
ceive, would come before Mary, were
ever before her. Her heart and soul ever
rejoiced in the living God, yet so simply,
as she went about her work, speaking
kind words to her neighbors, doing little
acts of charity, attentive to the minutest
duties in the house. Nothing was forgot-
ten in her perpetual acts of praise and
thanksgiving.

Oh, beautiful life of Mary. Lovingly
we look upon it, and wonder. Wistfully
we linger over it, and whisper to our
guardian angels that we long to copy it.
We ask them to show us and to teach us
how we may. The only one way we can
do so is by uniting continued prayer
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with all we do and in whatever place we
may be. Oh, the beautiful incense of that
continual prayer of Mary. Would that
one little flame of love like hers might
shoot upward from our hearts to the
throne of God, were it but once in our
lives. Would that our hearts were, be-
fore God, filled to overflowing with love
a little like Mary's- love for her God him-
self, and love for God's creatures. And in
truth we could if we would make our
hearts resemble Mary's somewhat more
than they now do. Why do we not? It is
from slothfulness, from carelessness,
from want of guard of our senses, that
we are so unrecollected. Therefore, we
soon lose the graces we receive, and
cannot keep within us the spirit of pray-
er. A true spirit of prayer indeed seems
one of His rarest gifts, and yet He would
gladly give it to all. How is it so few pos-
sess it? Now, what is valuable has to be
acquired, and what is of the greatest
value cannot as a rule be acquired with-
out much effort. God respects the laws
He himself has established. He has not
made them to be set aside, which they
would be were He to work in us by su-
pernatural means without our own co-
operation, without our using the natural
means, the faculties, the memory, the
understanding, the will which He has
given us to be used in His service.

Now, the difficulty of acquiring a
habit of recollection, which is indispen-
sable for a spirit of prayer, is a fact
acknowledged by most who have suc-
ceeded in acquiring it, but this difficulty
can be surmounted by perseverance, by
using well all our natural means. It may
perhaps take time, but, it was by the per-
severing exercise of the natural powers
of His mind and heart, in cooperation
with divine grace, which perhaps was
given in proportion to His diligent use of
natural means, that St. Aloysius ac-
quired, after a time, and with some diffi-
culty, no doubt, such a spirit of prayer.
He acquired such a power of thinking
that his thoughts were completely under
his own control; He was entire master of
them. He ruled them, not they him, as is
too often the way with us. Now, why
should we not strive that our lives may
be lives of prayer, pure and beautiful
before God as St. Aloysius' life was? But
it would be worth trying to acquire it if
only for our own sakes, our own peace
of mind, our own happiness and content.
Our Mother is so willing to help her own
if only they would allow her. She would
lead by the hand, would show the best
way of praying. She would teach them
what to say to endear themselves to the
heart of God.

As it is, how often it happens that
when we set about our morning medita-
tion, or pray at other times, we are so
distracted, and have so little power of
control over our thoughts, that we leave
it. Instead of peaceful content, willing-
ness to suffer for God, determination to
fulfill His will by persevering in prayer
and bearing patiently whatever He may
appoint, whether it be comfortable, rest-
less, uneasy. We do not love God or our
neighbor any more, of course, from such
intercourse with God, but rather we get
out of sorts with both God and our
neighbor.

Let us, then, find out the cause of
this sad failure. Do we set about our
prayer in a proper spirit, whether it be
mental prayer or vocal, in the church or
at home? Of course, our prayer must be
a failure and a burden, if it be not enliv-
ened by a right intention and animated
by a right spirit. Let us learn from Mary.
What was the spirit with which she went
to prayer? First, and before all else, it
was to adore her God, to pay him the
worship she owed him, to do on earth
what the blessed are doing in heaven -
adore, love, praise, and thank the great,
the good God. We sometimes barely
think of this at all as we scramble
through our prayers in an unseemly
manner. There is often no spirit of ado-

ration in our prayers at all, nor in the
long vocal prayers some people are in
the habit of reading, for we can hardly
call it praying. Is it at all like prayer, this
reading as we would read any pious
book of instruction? Is it performed in
the spirit of prayer, which is the raising
up of our minds and hearts to God? Is it
from the heart? What is prayer worth
that is not from the heart? If it is so, well
and good; the more of such reading the
better. But to judge by the fruits it is not
always so.

We will try to make our prayer from
the heart, dear Jesus, for we will make it
from the heart of thy Mother. What she
would have us say we will say. What she
would have us ask for that we will ask
for; whatever graces that dear Mother's
heart would entreat thee for, these we
will beg of Thee to bestow, for she
knows our needs better than we do our-
selves. But first we will ever kneel, in
lowliest humility, in silent adoration,
before our God, who, faith teaches us, is
bending an attentive ear to our prayer,
listening graciously to our words. How
we would love Him if we could see Him.
Let us strive to bring Him to our minds,
let us picture him to our imagination,
the good God, all attention to our words,
loving to hear us speak, and listening far
more lovingly than we sometimes see a
fond parent listening to the lispings of a
beloved child.

Go, then, and lisp out your prayers to
God. Fulfill first your duty to your Crea-
tor, by adoring, and praising, and thank-
ing Him. Then perhaps His goodness
may invite you to a delightful familiarity.
But ever, and before all, go to God in the
company of Mary your Mother. Let her
present your prayers; attend at Mass
with her; receive Holy Communion with
her. So will you please God and render
your prayer acceptable in His sight, for if
you go to prayer in the company of
Mary, with her dispositions and inten-
tions offered to God as your own, you
will never go unprepared, and thus be
"as one who tempteth God."

We are told we never go into the
church without coming away either bet-
ter or worse than we were. It would be a
pity, to say the least, to spend those pre-
cious moments to no purpose. When we
go to the church to pray, let us really
pray; let us worship our God, who is tru-
ly present there, with our whole hearts,
our whole souls, and our whole minds.
Let us worship Him likewise while about
our work, in a quiet, simple, loving way,
doing perfectly whatever we are about,
working in the presence of God by a con-
stant offering of whatever we are doing.
